WATCH YOUR RETIREMENT PLANS GROW - ONLINE

Your retirement benefits under the National Roofing Industry Pension Fund - both the NRIPP and NRISPP - play a signifi-
cant role in your personal financial security. But like most retirement plans, their operation is complicated, causing many
people to ignore them until just before they retire.

The Fund is pleased to offer you a new, easy-to-use website for these plans. The National Roofing Industry Pension Fund
Website launches January 1, 2010. If you can browse the Internet, you can keep track of your retirement benefits online.
This article shows you how to use this website, step-by-step.

Logging In the First Time

Go to www.nripf.com, the starting page for the
National Roofing Industry Pension Fund. Use
this page to log-in to our secure website (infor-
mation on a secure website is encrypted as it
travels over the Internet, preventing anyone but
you from seeing your records).

This (Screen A) is the screen you see to begin
using the website.

» In the “Username” box, type your last
name.

> In the “Password” box, type your Social
Security Number, with no dashes or
spaces. This is the only time you will use
your Social Security Number with the
website.

»  Click on the “Login” box.

The website will show you the “Terms of Use /
Disclaimer” page, which is required for using the
website. Please review this information and click
the “Accept” button to continue.

To keep your personal information secure, you
must change your password (Screen B). The
password you choose must be at least six char-
acters long and include at least one number, and
it may also include another character, such as

a question mark or hash/pound symbol. Your
password cannot contain spaces, and it cannot be
obscene, profane, or hateful. Make a note of this
password and keep it in a safe place, away from
your computer.

Type the new password twice, and then enter
your personal email address, if you have one.
The administrator of the website uses your email
address to prevent others from making changes ;
to your account. After you complete the blanks - -
on this page, click the “Modify” button to con-
tinue.
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You may change your password and username
anytime by clicking on “Need help logging in?”

Five Great Ways the Website
Can Help You

Stay in touch. When you change your address or decide to retire, just click on the “Forms” link and download the form
you need to complete and send to the Plan Administrator. And if you want to move money from another retirement plan
to the NRISPP, you'll start here by downloading a rollover contribution form.

Get an annual statement. When your banker, lawyer, or financial advisor needs a copy of your annual statement from
either plan, you can print one with the click of a mouse. Never worry about finding last year’s statement in your paper
files — just print one from the website. This feature will be available with the 2009 annual statement that will be issued in
2010.

See how contributions and investment returns affect your Supplemental benefit. By following the “Supplemental
Pension” link, you can see the money employers contribute on your behalf, as well as the investment returns credited to
your NRISPP account, if you are a participant.

Confirm your years of vesting service. The number of hours you work each year determines your years of vesting ser-
vice. Remember, it’s your vesting service, not your actual years of membership, that determines your eligibility for benefits
from the plans. Use the “Pension Information” link to see your years of vesting service for that plan.

Never lose a plan mailing or document. In addition to your annual statement, the Plan Administrator sends members
plan information from time to time. Don’t know where you put that Pocket Guide or Summary Plan Description for the
NRISPP? Clicking on the “Documents” link downloads another copy to your computer. Need another copy of a letter to
all plan participants? Click on the “Announcements” link, and print it out.
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
